The committee was charged with reviewing the parking regulations in the DRR, and to
incorporate suggestions by the PB at their April 4, 2012 meeting.

One suggestion was that the DRR should take into account CPTED: Crime Prevention Through
Environmental Design. No one in the Town except the police Chief had done a
detailed review of CPTED. The 4 CPTED principles were discussed and the
committee felt that they could play a role in the DRR. The committee will
suggest to the PB that when plans are designed, that all of the disciplines
(architecture, landscaping, etc.) take into account the principles of Natural
Surveillance, Natural Access Control, Territorial Reinforcement and
Maintenance. The committee stopped short of suggesting that the DRR follow
CPTED directly.
